The successful candidates also must be eligible for registration as a psychologist with the College of Alberta Psychologists.  Experience in online teaching would be an asset. Preference will be given to graduates of accredited programmes that included an internship year.

Applicants are invited to submit a curriculum vitae, a statement outlining research and post-secondary teaching experience, a brief description of present and aspiring contributions to the field, reprints of two (2) representative academic publications, and the names of and contact information for three referees.
